• Plan the desired layout of this fitting carefully, 

ensuring the cables will reach the distance between 

the junction box and the light fitting

• Avoid locating any cables in positions that would  

cause a hazard. Position cables and junction boxes 

(not supplied) away from areas where they may be 

at risk from being cut, trapped or damaged

• Cables in walls must be protected using suitable 

conduit or plastic trunking. 

• The mains supply cable must have a minimum cross 

sectional area of 1.0mm²

• This product must only be fitted with the lampholder 

facing upwards.

• This product has special protection against the 

ingress of moisture and is IP44 rated.

• Please ensure that this light is mounted out of the 

reach of children.

Existing fittings must be completely removed before 

installation of a new product. Before removing the 

existing fitting, carefully note the position of each set 

of wires.

• Undo the side screws using the supplied allen key 

and remove the wall back.

• Hold the wall back in place and mark the position of 

the holes. Ensure that the product is level.

• Ensure the wall is capable of holding the weight of the 

product. Take care to avoid damaging any concealed 

wiring and pipes. The correct fixings should be used 

for brick, cavity walls or plasterboard. 

• Pierce grommet and pass the supply cable through 

the hole in the wall back.

• Fix the wall back into position.
